“knowledge and experience of HMSC during this very crucial time of review
and impending elections. However they all concurred that Kris Thorsen was
a very close second as it was considered that she ““would contribute quite a bit
because of her nursing background and possibly bring in a new perspective.”
It was therefore hoped that Miss Thorsen would apply again in 18 months time
when the next vacancy will occur on the expiry of term of appointment of
Helen Marsh.
