4. Background
4.1 This Bill (attached at Annex A) covers:

- supplementary expenditure amounting to £465,690 in respect of additional
funding which was approved by Standing Finance Committee on 12" December
2018 and 4™ January 2019.

- supplementary expenditure amounting to £910,000 in relation to additional
capital funding which was approved by Standing Finance Committee on 12"
December 2018 requiring a transfer to the Capital Equalisation Fund. The capital
programme for any year is required to be funded from the Capital Equalisation
fund.

4.2 The full details of the additional funding are shown on the attached schedule (Annex B).
Additional income to offset expenditure is expected for the Public Works projects.

4.3 The Bill will, if enacted, provide the legal authority for the additional sum of £1,375,690
